As Technology Chair for the NASC State 2010 Conference, I have: 

  

· Continued working with my partner, Kayla Pennington, on all technology-related projects for State.  Our big project at the moment is the collection of photos from the schools around the state.  Recently, we compiled a list of schools that have sent their pictures.  An email was sent out to remaining schools that have not yet sent these photos. 

· Worked the Workshops Committee.  As of March 9th, we have collected 11 workshop presentation forms of our anticipated 40.  Of these workshops, they will be assigned to specific rooms throughout the main school building and trailers.  Signs will be made for each doorway featuring the workshop taking place in the classroom. 

· Assisted the JC Group Committee.  Chair Alex Gowan created an agenda for the five separate meetings with JC Groups, which incorporates leadership lessons, quotes featured in the General Session videos, and a variety of leadership skills.  A successful training for the Northern Region JC’s took place both at Regionals and on January 26th.  While at the training, the JC’s picked their superhero that they will represent at the conference.  Following this, we sorted through applicants from the West and South regions.  JC’s from these regions were assigned to a Northern JC with their superhero.  Contact information of the partner was given to West and South JC’s on their training day, March 11th and 12th, respectively.  All JC Groups, approximately 40, have been placed throughout the school’s classrooms. 

· Overseen the Registration Committee.  Schools around the state have been sending in registration/advisor forms and payments.  All information submitted by email from the schools are put into a comprehensive spreadsheet.  As of March 9th, 67 schools have sent registration. 

· Worked with Roundtable Committee.  Forms requesting advisor/delegate workshops were written and sent out to schools.  Deadline for Roundtable Registration was March 12th. 

· Continued to update the NASC2010 website with lodging, speaker, and event information. 

· Gathered a variety of quotes from State Board members, which will be incorporated into the Candlelight Ceremony. 

· Some goals I intend to fulfill are: 

· Continue updating the NASC2010 conference website. 

· Continue working with the JC Group, Registration, Workshop, and Technology committees to acquire the necessary workshops and roundtables, compile registration forms, and piece it all together for a conference.  

· Copy all General Session videos onto DVD’s.
