· years of experience/offices held in High School Student Council
· number of Nevada State Conferences attended
· number of Nevada Region/Zone Conferences attended
· most important Leadership positions (no more than five)

· most important Honors and Awards (no more than five)

· most important Community Activities (no more than five)

· most important School Activities other than Student Council  (no more than five)

· most important leadership trainings (conferences, camps etc. no more than five)  
C. answers to both of the following questions:

1. What personal and leadership qualities/experiences do you have that would make you a valuable member of the NASC State Board?

2. What Goals do you have for NASC? (in general and/or for your specific office)
All candidates for office (including appointed positions) must bring copies of their applications for the voting packets. Copies of your application must be on one 8.5x11 paper (not cardstock) on whatever color paper you desire.  You may use both sides of the page. All candidates (including appointed positions) must complete a State Executive Board Contract and have the approval of their advisor and parent. 


All candidates (including appointed positions) must attend the campaign meeting at the conference (check conference agenda for specific time and location).


All candidates for President and Region Rep must also submit a registration form for the National Conference and a check for $60.00 (payable to NASC) for T-shirts. Contact your Executive Director for the registration e-form.
