Dear Advisor:

During the 2011 Legislative Session, the Nevada Legislature passed Senate Bill 197, which revised various provisions in Nevada Revised Statutes (NRS) regarding the Nevada State Board of Education and established the position of a non-voting Student Member on the Nevada State Board of Education, to be selected by the Governor based on nominations from the Nevada Association of Student Councils.

What does this mean for NASC?

· In selecting the new Student Member, NASC must submit the names of two (2) nominees to the Office of the Governor, from which the Governor will select the Student Member.

· NASC will elect the Student Representative for the final time during the 2012 State Conference, to serve from April 2012 through January 7, 2013.  Current election procedures will be in place for the selection of this student.

· Also during the 2012 State Conference, a special committee will interview the top four (4) applicants that apply to serve as the Student Member for the initial term, as established in NRS, of January 8, 2013 through May 31, 2014.  In this instance, NASC must submit the names of (2) nominees to the Office of the Governor by Fall 2012 for the Governor to review.

Who is eligible to seek the position of Student Member?

· To run to serve as Student Representative from April 2012 through January 7, 2013, applicants may be in the Classes of 2013 or 2014.

· To apply to serve as the Student Member from January 8, 2012 through May 31, 2014, applicants must be in the Class of 2014.

This application is for those who wish to serve as the Student Member from January 8, 2013 through May 31, 2014.  Only students in the Class of 2014 are eligible to apply to serve as the Student Member for this term.

Please make sure that all attachments are labeled appropriately with your Last Name, First Name; Student Member App, and that the subject of the email has the following information: Last Name, First Name; Student Member App. Incomplete or late applications will not be considered.  
All complete and timely applications will be screened and rated, and four (4) candidates will be selected for interviews at the 2012 State Conference. NASC State Officers and a representative from the Nevada Youth Legislature will conduct interviews during the State Conference in Reno on March 23 or 24, 2012. You will need to prepare a brief presentation for the interview.  Further details and directions will be sent to you along with the interview schedule.

The interview committee will select two finalists whose names will be sent to the Governor for his consideration. Notification of your selection will come from the Governor’s office.

· The recommenders may not be related to you.

· No additional letters will be accepted.

· If letters of recommendation are not sent electronically, you are responsible for collecting the sealed letters and including them with your other application materials in one complete application packet.

· Be sure to clearly establish the date by which you need the letters returned to you so that you can send in the complete application on time.

· You may find it helpful to provide a copy of the position description to your recommenders for their reference as they write their letters
Candidate Selection

· Each student council member in the state, whose council is a member of the Nevada Association of Student Councils, is eligible for the position of Student Member. Candidates will submit an application consisting of a guided resume, responses to five short-answer questions, and three letters of recommendation.

· Applications will be screened and rated, and the top four (4) candidates will be interviewed during the 2012 State Conference by NASC State Officers and a representative from the Nevada Youth Legislature.

· The interview committee will select two finalists whose names will be sent to the Office of the Governor.

· The Governor will select one of the two nominees to serve as Student Member.
